Stiglmeier (hereinafter, the “Applicant”) submitted an application pursuant to Section 185-19(D)(10) of the Town of Westfield Zoning Code requesting a Special Use Permit allowing him to construct a 14’ x 16’ storage shed at 7131 Eighth Avenue (Shorehaven), which is designated as tax map Section 208.10, Block 4, Lot 14, and
WHEREAS, the issue of compliance with the State Environmental Quality Review Act has been thoroughly addressed, and a negative declaration was issued after examination of the record and public hearing, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Westfield Planning Board reviewed the application during a meeting held February 9, 2022 and recommended approval of the application, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has considered all the facts and papers before it, and has heard those wishing to be heard at a public hearing held March 2, 2022 on the application, and finds ample justification to approve the application subject to the qualifications hereinafter set forth 

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the application to build a storage shed be and hereby is authorized and approved subject to the conditions and requirements hereinafter set out:

This permit shall expire automatically if the use is not begun by March 1, 2023.
